I think the problem is that your arc which are the black lines below curved inward away from 0,0. So in AutoCad 2007, I changed the arc, as shown in red so that it’s center was on y=0. 
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Then I made the next arc tangent to the red arc. Very small change to your original profile.
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Notice that my arc has an end location.
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HERE IS 48LEDhcir dxf out of Autocad.
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Your first arc is a polyline so I replaced that with an arc ( red line ) very close to your polyline.
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Still a screwed up import.

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Replacing the next two polylines with a single arc.

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So……per Section 5.10 in Appendix “B”…..DON’T USE POLYLINES.
